English 5-12

This contest works well with the English  5-12 IRPs since, at all of those grade levels, students work on developing writing and research skills.  Each teacher will grade the research portion of the project for his/her class so the skills needed are absolutely grade specific.  The students can choose any topic area that is a federal concern.
Fine Arts 8-10

In Fine Arts 8-10 classes, students are required to “demonstrate an awareness of ethical considerations associated with reproduction as an image-development strategy.”  Students in these classes could create bills that relate to downloading pictures or movies from the internet.  Another idea would that students could create an idea for a bill on any topic that is a federal concern and then they could also make a visual representation of their idea.  The teachers would mark the artistic portion of the bill project and the student would submit their bill idea in written form to the website.

Planning 10

Planning 10 students could create bills that relate to Employment Standards and Workplace Safety.  Since they have to demonstrate “an awareness of the legal rights and responsibilities of employers and employees,” students might choose to create a bill that focuses on this area.  Students might also consider making bills that relate to work-related risk reduction and injury prevention (like safety training, hazard recognition, risk management, and communication).

Another course organizer for Planning 10 is health.  Students could create bills relating to healthy living, healthy relationships, or health decisions (concerning areas such as seat belts, prevention of diseases, and substance abuse).

Since the course also deals with finances, students might consider making bills relating to income tax or the G.S.T.

Science 5

In this course, the students learn about science, technology, society, and the environment.  It would be appropriate for the students to create bills that relate to any one of those areas.  In addition, the students could focus on creating bill that relate to space science since it is one of the elementary curriculum organizers.  
In order to relate directly to the Science 5 IRP, students could create bills that create to the rights of the individual (since the students study the human body), or renewable/non-renewable resources.

Science 6

In this course, the students learn about science, technology, society, and the environment.  It would be appropriate for the students to create bills that relate to any one of those areas.  In addition, the students could focus on creating bill that relate to space science since it is one of the elementary curriculum organizers.  

In order to relate directly to the Science 6 IRP, the students could create bills that relate to the diversity of life, electricity, or the exploration of extreme environments.  The “diversity of life” unit might result in the students creating bills relating to endangered species or protecting certain environments in Canada.  Another example might be that a student creates a bill calling for social rights of a minority group in order to preserve diversity in Canadian society.

Science 7

In this course, the students learn about science, technology, society, and the environment.  It would be appropriate for the students to create bills that relate to any one of those areas.  In addition, the students could focus on creating bill that relate to space science since it is one of the curriculum organizers for K-7 science courses.  

In order to relate directly to the Science 7 IRP, students could create bills that relate to environmental issues (such as bills that would preserve different eco-systems in Canada).

Science 8
One of the main course organizers in Science 8 is “Earth and Space Science: Water Systems on Earth.”  With the course organizers in minds, teachers might ask their students to create bills that relate to any of the following areas: global warming, water and ice, or factors that affect productivity and species distribution in aquatic environment.  Since the students also learn about cells and systems in this course, the students could create bills that relate to cells, tissues, organs, or scientific research.

 Science 9
Since reproduction is one of the main course organizers for this class, students could choose to write laws that relate to abortion, adoption or emerging reproductive technologies. The other course organizers that could relate to this contest are as follows: electricity and earth and space science: space exploration.  Students could also create bills that relate to Aboriginal issues since, in this class, the students study the “traditional perspectives of a range of Aboriginal people in BC on the relationship between the Earth and celestial bodies.”
Science 10

In this class, the students learn to “identify and consider the ethical implications of scientific investigations.”  For reason, the students might choose to create bills that address ethical issues of science such as stem cell research, genetics, reproductive technologies, animal testing, or the legalization of certain drugs.  Two others main units in this course are electricity and radioactivity; the students may want to create bills that relate to these areas.  The students could also create bills that relate to environmental issues.
Biology 11

Students in this class could create bills that relate to ecology such as environmental protection bills.  Microbiology is another section of this course so students could create bills relating to property rights of genetic materials or stem cell research.  
Biology 12

Some of the course organizers for Biology 12 include human biology and cell biology.  In this class, students could create bills relating to stem cell research, rules regarding cloning, regulations of toxins, nutrition or reproductive technologies.

Earth Science 11

Students from this class could write bills that relate to the environment or space.  Since one of the course organizers is Earth materials, the students could create bill relating to the extraction and use of geological resources.  
Science and Technology 11

Students in Science and Technology 11 might create bills that relate to resource management, energy systems, or, alternative forms of shelter, or technology for the home, or environmental planning.  Students in this class will probably create bills that relate to the “interrelationships among science, technology, and society.”  The contest is a good match for this class since both ask the students to demonstrate awareness about how decisions (in the case of this course, scientific and technological decisions) will “influence the future of society.”  The students could also make bills about Canada’s involvement in space exploration and space research.
Geology 12
Students from this class could write bills that relate to the environment or space.  Since one of the course organizers is Earth materials, the students could create bill relating to the extraction and use of geological resources.  

Social Studies 5
The social studies curriculum organizers for these grades are as follows: identity, society, and culture; governance, economy and technology; and human and physical environment.  Since the organizers cover such a broad area, this gives the students a great deal of choice in topics when they are creating their bills.  This contest is a terrific match for the grades 5-7 social studies programs since the goals are so similar.   Both the contest and the “curriculum are designed to “develop understanding” while “encouraging in-depth study from multiple perspectives”  In addition, they both encourage students to make “connections between historical and contemporary events and issues…apply knowledge…and practice active citizenship.” (IRP 2008)

In order to relate directly to the IRP, students in social studies 5 could create bills that relate to the following areas: immigration, resource and economic development, First Nations governance, or transportation systems

Social Studies 6
The social studies curriculum organizers for these grades are as follows: identity, society, and culture; governance, economy and technology; and human and physical environment.  Since the organizers cover such a broad area, this gives the students a great deal of choice in topics when they are creating their bills.  This contest is a terrific match for the grades 5-7 social studies programs since the goals are so similar.   Both the contest and the “curriculum are designed to “develop understanding” while “encouraging in-depth study from multiple perspectives”  In addition, they both encourage students to make “connections between historical and contemporary events and issues…apply knowledge…and practice active citizenship.” (IRP 2008)

In order to relate directly to the IRP, students in Social Studies 6 could create bills that focus on the following areas: Canadian identity and culture, individual rights, justice system, economy, or technology

Social Studies 7

The social studies curriculum organizers for these grades are as follows: identity, society, and culture; governance, economy and technology; and human and physical environment.  Since the organizers cover such a broad area, this gives the students a great deal of choice in topics when they are creating their bills.  This contest is a terrific match for the grades 5-7 social studies programs since the goals are so similar.   Both the contest and the “curriculum are designed to “develop understanding” while “encouraging in-depth study from multiple perspectives”  In addition, they both encourage students to make “connections between historical and contemporary events and issues…apply knowledge…and practice active citizenship.” (IRP 2008)

In order to relate directly to the IRP, students in Social Studies 7 could create bills that focus on the effect of ancient laws on Canadian society.  They could find outdated laws that are still on the books and create bills that amend the laws.

Social Studies 8

Social Studies 8 is a course that deals with civilizations from 500 C.E. -1600 C.E.  As the students are comparing basic political, social and economic systems from this time period, they could identify the parts of Middle Age or Renaissance society that they would want to see reflected in Canada today.  Then, they could make bills to put those changes in place.

Social Studies 9

Social Studies 9 looks at society and culture in Europe and North America from 1500 C.E. -1815 C.E.  It would be appropriate for students in this course to create bills that relate to First Nations issues, regionalism, Canadian culture, and social issues within Canada.
Social Studies 10

This course looks at Canadian society from 1815-1914.  Students could make bills that make some link to the time period covered in the course.  For example, a student might make a bill calling for a national Sir. John A. Macdonald day.  Another idea would be that a student could make a bill to address some of the social injustices that happened during the time period such as the Chinese Head Tax.  Since the students study the division of powers at the federal and provincial levels, they could make a bill that relates to any issue that is under federal power.
Civic Studies 11

The applications of this project to Civic Studies 11 are too numerous to mention.  This project is a perfect fit for this course.

Social Studies 11

In order to create bills that directly relate to the course curriculum, students could focus their research on issues such as environmentalism, social welfare, or bilingualism.  Issues relating to Aboriginal affairs such as treaties, culture, residential schools, reserves, and self-government would also by applicable.  In addition, students could create bills relating to rights of Canadian citizens such as minority rights or the rights of women.  Finally, the students could consider making bills that relate to Canada’s international role.

Comparative Civilizations 12

Students in this class could create bills that relate to the structure of Canadian society and what it means to be a Canadian.  For example, after studying the structures of power and authority in Canada, they might want to make bills that call for changes in these structures.  Since the class studies systems social organization any bills that relate to this area such as welfare, Aboriginal affairs, minority rights, marriage, divorce, family, regionalism, or the military would be applicable.  Environmental bills would also be suitable since this course looks at the influence of the natural environment.

First Nations 12

Students who are in First Nations 12 will create bills that relate to First Nations issues.  The students could look at current laws that affect First Nations people and suggest changes, or they could create new laws.  They might create laws relating to Aboriginal veterans, Aboriginal women, treaty process, First Nations systems of governance, or individual/collective rights.
Geography 12

Students who are in Geography 12 will create bills relating to resources and environmental sustainability. For example, after assessing the environmental impact of human activities, the students might create bills relating to energy production, forestry, fishing, mining, agriculture, waste disposal, or water use.  Since this class studies weather and climate, the students might choose to make bills relating to climate change, ozone depletion, or acid precipitation.  Finally, the students could make bill that address the issues of deforestation, soil degradation, or species depletion.
Law 12

Some of the major units in this course relate to family law, civil law, and criminal law. The applications of this project to Law 12 are too numerous to mention.  This project is a perfect fit for this course.
